Background:

The Learning Communities Overview and Scrutiny Committee received an overview
of the results for Ceredigion on 28 September 2023. Official data is now available from
the Welsh Government and that is what is presented below. National data is now also
available and the Committee was keen to see the comparison.

Final data will be available in December so it is noted that it is the provisional data that
is presented below.

Current Situation:
The set of results data that is published by the Welsh Government has reduced over
the years. By now they only publish points scores.

The official GCSE data looks at the “first grade” rather than the “best grade”. For
example, if a pupil gets a “C” in November and then resits and gets an “A” in the
summer, it will be the “C” that is included.

Locally, we provide schools with their “best grade” points scores to better show what
qualifications pupils gain at the end of Year 11.
